Lets Talk About DEATH For Muslims, preparation for death is preparation for a number of important
things. In that preparation one considers his or her will and inheritance. People think about dear loved
ones being left behind, even things left unfinished. The life that we live prepares us for the Hereafter,
that being Jennah or Jahanam. Are we preparing for Jennah or Jahanam? In this session, we will use
Quran and Sunnah to focus on actually preparing for our death, thus, the Hereafter, striving for the des-
tination that we want, Jennah.

Lets Talk About MARRIAGE AND DIVORCE This session will focus on the rights of Muslim women
regarding getting married and what is expected and needed from both spouses to maintain a healthy,
long-lasting relationship, while also discussing that getting a divorce is allowed and sometimes neces-
sary if the relationship becomes unhealthy physically, mentally, emotionally and spiritually, according
to Qur’an and Sunnah.

Let’s Talk About SEXUAL INTAMACY As Muslims, we are only permitted to have sexual relations with
our spouses. In this session we will discuss the rights and responsibilities of husbands and wives in
regard to sexual intimacy. We will examine the ways that couples can have enjoyable and fulfilling
sex lives and truly become “libaas” (clothing) for each other as Allah has told us to.

Lets talk about ABUSE Abuse is an issue that occurs in all walks of life. It is not governed by social eco-
nomic status, race or ethnic backrounds. Abuse also comes in many forms and is not limited to physical
harm. It's a taboo hiding behind closed doors and not always acknowledged by the belief in the sha-
hadatain. Abuse is an ugly problem hiding behind shame and status, as well as witnesses hiding as not
be involved. Let's talk about abuse and thulm and how it plagues the Muslim community.

Lets talk about FINANCE- Islamic personal finance is a unique approach to managing money that aligns
with the principles of Islam. It is not just about making and saving money, but also about ensuring that
all financial activities are conducted ethically and by Islamic law (Shariah). This includes earning in-
come through halal (permissible) means, avoiding interest (riba), and giving a portion of one’s wealth
to those in need through Zakat (charitable giving).

Lets talk about the ELDERLY The goal of this session is to discuss Islamically how we should care for
the elderly whether they are home or in a facility. What are they're rights?

KISS (KEEP IT SIMPLE S1S)- Geared towards new Shahadahs and non-Muslims who still need to know
the basics of Islam-the [Ive pillars of Islam, the articles of faith, and Tauhid. The desired outcome is
that participants will leave with a better understanding of what one has to do to be within the realm of
Islam, and doing those acts that will bring us closer to Allaah. Insha’Allah. Attendee participation is
welcomed.

GOT DEEN? Discussing the correct understanding of the Deen and ways to strengthen our home life by

instilling the values of Qur’an ad Sunnah in every room.

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2025 PRESENITERS

Maisha Muhammad is an 11-year member of WCMAS although she has been a member of the Masjid As-Saffat com-
munity over 40 years. The mother of 7 children, 24 grandchildren, and 4 bonus grandchildren, Sister Maisha is a
former elementary/middle school teacher. She has taught at the Islamic Community School of Masjid As-Saffat for 9
years and in the Baltimore City Public School System for 18 years. Maisha is a member of Sharikat An Nisaa, a busi-
ness of 5 Muslim women. Ms. Muhammad has studied under Imam Taif Abdullah, Imam of Masjid As-Saffat. She has

also studied tajweed and tafseer under Sister Umm Zakiyyah at Masjid Al Ihsan. Maisha has lived in Baltimore all of
her life.

Taahirah Matin is a mother of 5, and grandmother of 3. She is a Baltimore native and spent 7 of her formative years in
Saudi Arabia. She earned her Bachelor of Science degree in Social Work from Morgan State University. She is
currently a teacher at Islamic Community School, where she is also an alumna.

Jennah Abdul Aziz started her involvement with Jr. WCMAS when she was 12 and has since moved on to join as a
member of the senior WCMAS. She has been giving sessions for 6 years now and enjoys sharing her experience as a
young Muslimah. Jennah graduated Islamic Community School with all honors in 2020 and returned to teach in 2021.
Jennah graduated from College with Honors in 2023, and Jennah is also the lead on the Jr. Conference planning com-
mittee.

Zakia Amin is a native of Baltimore who took her shahaadah in Philadelphia in 1976. She has been a member of
WCMAS since 1980, and a teacher and/or principal in full-time Islamic schools since 1979. Since 1976, she has stud-
ied Islam, Qur’aan and Arabic at various masajid in Philadelphia and Baltimore and at the IIASA in Fairfax, Virginia.
She is a former board member of the Council of Islamic Schools in North America, and a current board member of the
Muslim Social Services Agency. Presently, she is the principal of the Islamic Community School in Baltimore, and
instructor of a weekly class in Islamic Studies for non-Muslims and new Muslim women.

Hafiza AbdurRahman Alhamdulillah, I am the mother of 4 children and 15 grandchildren. I am a member of Masjid
As-Saffat in Baltimore, Maryland, and have studied under the auspices of Imam Taif Abdullah for over 40 years. 1 am
co-founder and technology consultant at the Islamic Community School in Baltimore, which is the oldest, continuously
operating Islamic school in America, Alhamdulillah. Through the grace of Allah (SWT), I am a founding member of
the Women’s Committee of Masjid As-Saffat and have spoken publicly on their behalf for many years. Additionally, I
am a member of the Iqaamatiddeen Movement Jamaat and a graduate of Morgan State University, and Allah knows
best.

Dana Nix(Abdul-Aziz) - A wife of 30 years and mother of 7 children and 3 grandchild, originally from Mt. Dora, Flor-
ida, where I took my shahaadah 29 years ago. I moved to Baltimore in 2005 and was the 1 st -3 rd grade teacher at the
Islamic Community School for 11 years. With a Bachelor and MasterDegree in Accounting, I am also the Chief
Financial Officer of Frozen Desert Sorbet, Made In-Bmore Clothing and City Wide Youth Development.

Ameedah Rashid, MA, MSW, CPSC, a retired Mental Health Therapist, is a Relationship and Family Counselor, Con-
sultant and Certified Professional Strategic Success Coach. She has worked for over 35 years as a Mental Health clini-
cian with adults, children and families. She has also worked as an Early Childhood and School Age Behavioral Thera-
pist/Consultant and as a Substance Abuse Mental Health Counselor. Ameedah has been a national and international
speaker in the areas of Domestic Violence and Early Childhood Play Therapy Interventions. She has also worked as a
College Instructor of Social Work and a University Student Counselor.
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Jamila Garner-Alhamdulillah, Jamila took her Shahada in 1976 at the age of 17, just before starting her senior year of
high school. She immediately became an active member of Masjid As-Saffat and has been a member of WCMAS for
forty-nine years now. She has been a workshop facilitator for the annual women’s conference since the beginning
(1983). Jamila also dedicated her time and talent as a teacher at the Islamic Community School for twenty years (1979-
1999) during which time she was affectionately nicknamed “Mama J”. She is also known as “The Cookie Lady”, owner
of Jamila’s Sweet Treats for 23 years now, Alhamdulillah.
